RE: DEBALLASTING IN UKRAINIAN PORTS 

We are attaching a copy of an article which appeared in the February 2003 edition of the London Steamship’s STOPLOSS BULLETIN.  
This article draws attention to the very stringent regulations being enforced covering permissible levels of ballast water quality on board vessels calling at ports in the Ukraine.

Local regulations require that the Master informs the agents of all ballast on board upon arrival, and on-board samples are taken by the State Inspection for Protection of the Black Sea.  If, following the analysis of such samples, the amount of oil, suspended matter and iron in the ballast water exceeds permissible levels, then the vessel will face a fine.  

To reduce the risk of fines, it is recommended that the ballast tanks should be properly painted with no rust or loose scale inside, but even freshly painted tanks may cause a problem if the paint used is not of a sufficiently good quality.

We would recommend that a copy of the London Steamship’s article is distributed to all your office technical staff, as well as being sent immediately to the Master of your vessel(s).
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
